NOTICE TO EXIBITORS

· Due to limited space, no un-entered dogs will be allowed in the building.

· Limited crating space will be available for entered dogs. Due to limited space, please remove your crates and chairs after your trial..

· Exhibitors will be responsible for cleaning up after their dogs and themselves in and around the building and parking area.

· Food will be available on the days of the trials.

· Dogs cannot be left in the building overnight.

· Entry Fees: $24.00 for the first entry of a dog and 20.00 each additional entry of the same dog per trial. 

· Closing date for entries: 5 pm January 31. 2012 at the Trial Secretary’s office after which time entries cannot be accepted, cancelled, or substituted. Telegraph, telephone, or unsigned entries cannot be accepted.  Entries not on Official AKC entry forms and photocopies of entry forms without the agreement and rules on the reverse of the Official AKC entry form are NOT ACCEPTABLE. 

· Make all checks and money orders payable to: Agility Club of Chatham Va. Trial Secretary assumes no responsibility for cash sent through the mail. NO ENTRY shall be made and no entry shall be accepted which specifies any conditions as to its acceptance. A fee of $25 will be charged for any returned check.

· Any entry sent via express mail or any other similar service must be sent “no signature required”. 

· No Refunds for Duplicate Entries.  Every effort to find all duplicates will be made; however, if entry has been processed, no refund will be made.

· Refunds of $3.00 or less will not be issued due to the cost of processing.

· Entry fees shall not be refunded in the event that a dog is absent, disqualified, excused by a Veterinarian or Judge, or barred from competition by action of the Trial Committee. If because of riots, civil disturbances, or other acts beyond the control of the management it is impossible to open or complete the show, no refund of entry fee will be made.

· Bitches in season: Bitches that come in season after the closing date of the obedience trial may have all but $15.00 of the entry fee ( per day) refunded upon receipt by the trial secretary of a veterinarian certificate prior to the beginning hour of judging.

· Exhibitors should follow their veterinarian’s recommendations to assure their dogs are free of internal and external parasites, any communicable diseases, and have appropriate vaccinations.

· It is the responsibility of the person submitting the entry form to ensure accuracy of data on the entry form. In the event of errors or cancellation, no refund after the published closing date.

· CONSULT JUDGING PROGRAM for time of judging. .

· Dogs may arrive anytime prior to their scheduled time of judging. Dogs not required for further judging will be excused.

· All Dogs present must be held on a leash or confined to their crates except when being judged.

· Move-ups will be permitted in accordance with Obedience Regulations Ch.1 Sec. 16.

· JUDGES WILL NOT WAIT for any dog holding up a class. Owners and Agents alone are responsible for the presence of their dogs in the judging ring when their classes are called to be judged.

Please consult the AKC Regulations for Obedience Trials for a complete description and eligibility for entry into these classes. The exhibitor is fully responsible for entering the dog in the correct class(es).

Dog Eligible to Enter

This trial is open to all dogs fifteen (15) months of age or older that are registered with the American Kennel Club or that have AKC Limited Registration, Purebred Alternative Listing/Indefinite Listing Privileges (PAL/ILP), an AKC Canine Partners listing number, or approved Foundation Stock Service (FSS) breeds are eligible to participate. 

Dogs with a Purebred Alternative Listing/Indefinite Listing Privileges (PAL/ILP) or an AKC Canine Partners listing number must be spayed or neutered in order to compete. Wherever the word “dog” is used in these regulations it includes both sexes.

Dogs should be physically sound. Dogs that are blind or deaf shall not be eligible, and neither are bitches in season, aggressive dogs, or dogs suffering from any deformity, injury, or illness which may affect the dog’s physical or mental performance. No dog shall compete if it is taped or bandaged in any way or has anything attached to it for medical purposes. Refer to Chapter 2 of the Registration and Discipline Rules for the listing of registerable breeds that may participate. Puppies under six months of age are strictly prohibited from the trial grounds.

Illegible entries will not be processed and will be returned to the exhibitor. Returned checks do not constitute a valid entry and the Trial Secretary will add a $25  collection fee  to the amount of each returned check.

INFORMATION FOR EXHIBITORS

The safety of the dogs entered in the competition is our primary concern.  By entering this trial, exhibitors acknowledge that they are familiar with the rules and regulations of this sport and that their dogs are familiar with and able to perform all the obstacles safely.

Puppies under 6 months of age are prohibited from the grounds.

Entry fees will not be refunded in the event that a dog is absent or is disqualified, excused, or barred from competition by action of the trial committee. 

The entry fee (less $15.00 per trial ) will be refunded for bitches in season upon request of exhibitor.  Requests must be made to the trial date and must be accompanied by a veterinarian's statement regarding the condition of the bitch.

Returned checks do not constitute a valid entry fee; there will be a $25 service charge for all returned checks. 

It is expressly understood that exhibitors alone are responsible for the behavior of their dogs and children.  Any exhibitor whose dogs and/or children create unnecessary disturbance or repeatedly engage in unsafe or disruptive behavior may, at the discretion of the Trial Committee, be asked to leave the show site.  In such case, no refund of any fees paid will be made.

No entry fee will be refunded if the trial cannot open or be completed by reason of riots, civil disturbances, fire or act of God, public emergency, act of public enemy, or any other cause beyond the control of the organizing committee.

Exhibitors are responsible for complete, accurate, and legible information on their entry forms; illegible or incomplete entries will be returned to the exhibitor by regular mail unless the exhibitor indicates permission on the entry form for the trial secretary to call collect for additional information.

Please be considerate of others and clean up after your dog at the trial site and hotel and motel facilities.

The trial committee reserves the right to refuse entries for cause.

About Our Trial

Welcome to the Agility Club of Chatham, Virginia, an AKC-licensed Obedience trial.  We will offer two days of titling classes at the Novice, Open and Utility levels, in addition to optional titling classes of Beginner Novice, Graduate Novice, Graduate Open and Versatility 

Trial Site

The event will take place at Setterwoods Dog Training facility.  Setterwoods is located on 10 fenced acres in Chatham, Virginia, which is located 18 miles north of Danville, Virginia; approximately 40 miles south of Lynchburg; and approximately 50 miles southeast of Roanoke.  Portajohns will be on site; water will be available. Food will be available for sale on-site. 

RV parking and tent camping is available on site at no charge; there are no hook ups, however.  No open fires will be allowed.  Please call the Trial Chairman  in advance for RV and tent reservations.

DIRECTIONS TO THE TRIAL SITE

FROM THE SOUTH (i.e., Danville): Take 29 North to the first Chatham exit (Bus. 29 North); go to the first traffic light.  At the light, turn left turn onto Route 57 West.  Go 4.5 miles; turn right onto Route 799 (Climax Road.); go 1 mile; turn right into trial site at Setterwoods Dog Training.

FROM THE NORTH (i.e., Lynchburg): Take 29 South to the second Gretna exit (Route 40 West); go 1.5 miles; turn left onto Route 790 (Piney Road); go approximately 4 miles; Piney Road turns into Route 799 (Climax Road); go approx. 5.5 to trial sight on left at Setterwoods Dog Training.

FROM THE WEST (i.e., Roanoke): Take 220 South to Route 40 East at Rocky Mount.  Follow 40 East for approx. 25 miles; turn right onto Route 605 (Toshes Road); go to next stop; turn right onto Route 799 (Climax Road); go approx. 3 miles to trial site at Setterwoods Dog Training.
